Election Day is Mar. 4th: Last chance to cast ballots in Primaries

Houston, TX- Harris County Clerk Beverly Kaufman reminded voters today that Election Day is Tuesday, March 4, 2008. The polls will open at 7:00 am and close at 7:00 pm. All voters in line at 7:00 p.m. will be accepted for voting. Based on the early voting turnout, County Clerk Kaufman estimates that thirty-two percent of the 1.8 million registered voters in the county will vote. 

“I strongly encourage voters to find out the location of their poll prior to leaving their home. There will be two elections going on simultaneously and to insure that their vote counts it is critical that voters go to the right poll,” said Harris County Clerk Beverly Kaufman, the chief elections officer of the County. By law, on Election Day, voters must vote at the precinct in which they are registered. The polls will also serve as meeting places for each Party’s precinct conventions. Citizens who vote on Election Day or voted early may go to the poll where their precinct voted after the polls close if they are interested in participating in the party’s precinct conventions.


 On Election Day, the Democratic Party will open 367 polling locations and the Republican Party 417. Due to consolidations of precincts, some voters will experience a change in their traditional polling location. The polling locations will be published in the Houston Chronicle on Election Day and will be available in other major media websites. The Primary Elections are conducted by the Democratic Party and Republican Party to nominate the candidates who will represent their respective sides in the November General Election. The primary elections are institutional political activities, which means that the political parties staff the polls, determine polling locations and the total number of polling sites. Voters are free to vote in either of the elections but not both.  

Acceptable forms of identification to vote include a voter registration card, a driver’s license, a picture identification of any kind, a birth certificate, a U.S. Citizenship or Naturalization certificate, a U.S passport, official correspondence addressing the voter by name from a governmental entity or a copy of a current utility bill. Voters may bring someone of their choosing to the polling place to provide assistance if they possess a disability or need language assistance.  


Clerk Kaufman noted that early voting results will be reported promptly at 7:00 pm on Election Day. However, the reporting of Election Day results may be slowed due to party’s precinct conventions that will be held immediately after the polls close.
