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Early Voting Turnout is Down
HOUSTON – October 30, 2007 – Early voting totals for the November 6th Joint Election indicate that voting is lagging behind, compared to the last similar election.  According to Harris County Clerk Beverly Kaufman, early voting in person is down 33% when compared to the 2005 election.
“If the current trend continues, approximately 200,000 to 225, 000 voters will participate in this election. However, there is still plenty of time and plenty of incentive for citizens to improve upon this year’s voting pace. Thirty-one (31) political entities within Harris County have important items on the ballot that may, eventually, generate more voters.  Therefore, it would not surprise me if this year’s turnout ends up near the 2005 total,” stated County Clerk Kaufman. 

Early voting in person officially ends Friday, November 2. Until then, citizens can vote at any of the thirty-three (33) early voting locations throughout Harris County. Polls are open from 7 a.m. to 7 p.m.  State law stipulates that any qualified voter is eligible for early voting by personal appearance.
